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Czynniki determinujace proces umi¢dzynarodowienia uczelni wyzszej

Procesy globalizacji, tempo przemian spotecznych a takze procesy bezposrednio
zwigzane ze szkolnictwem wyzszym (na przyktad: komercjalizacja uczelni, wzrost
znaczenia rankingow osrodkow akademickich, procesy demograficzne) wymuszaja
zmiany w procesie edukacji. Problem umi¢dzynarodowienia uczelni nabiera coraz
wickszego znaczenia. Szkoly wyzsze stoja wobec konieczno$ci ciagglego
dostosowywania si¢ do wymagan otoczenia. Podejmowane s3 dzialania takie jak:
prowadzenie badan interdyscyplinarnych, mig¢dzynarodowych, nast¢puje wymiana
kadry naukowe;j i studentow. Tego typu dziatania stajg si¢ coraz bardziej powszechne,
przyczyniaja si¢ do osiggnig¢ zwigzanych z upowszechnianiem wiedzy czy tez
podnoszeniem poziomu edukacji. Umigdzynarodowienie mozna traktowac jako jeden
z waznych  obszarow  funkcjonowania  uczelni. Na  zrdznicowanie
umiedzynarodowienia uczelni (efektywnos¢ 1 jako$¢ tego procesu) majg wplyw
czynniki poza uczelnig (zewnetrzne) jak 1 czynniki tkwigce w $rodowisku
akademickim. Glowne uwarunkowania zewnetrzne (0 zrdéznicowany poziom
gospodarczy kraju, przynalezno$¢ lub brak przynalezno$ci do Unii Europejskiej,
system polityczny, regulacje formalno — prawne dotyczace szkolnictwa wyzszego,
postep technologiczny. Z kolei czynniki wewngtrzne odnosza si¢ do organizacji
uczelni, kultury akademickiej (w ktorej odzwierciedlajg si¢ postawy i zachowania
spotecznosci akademickiej) oraz strategii uczelni (okreslenie celow i dziatan uczelni w
Kierunku umig¢dzynarodowienia). Niemniej jednak, istotng determinantg jest percepcja
umigdzynarodowienia wsréd pracownikéw dydaktycznych 1 administracyjnych
uczelni oraz studentow. Kluczowym krokiem jest poziom $wiadomos$ci procesu
umie¢dzynarodowienia, ktéry przektada si¢ na motywacje 1 zaangazowanie calej
spotecznosci akademickiej w ten proces.

Determinants of the Internationalisation Process of a Higher Education
Institution

The processes of globalisation, the pace of social change as well as processes
directly related to higher education (for example: commercialisation of universities,
increasing importance of rankings of academic centres, demographic processes)are
forcing changes in the education process. The problem of the internationalisation of
universities is becoming increasingly important. Higher education institutions are
faced with the need to constantly adapt to the requirements of the environment.
Activities such as interdisciplinary and international research are being undertaken, and
exchanges of academic staff and students are taking place. Such activities are becoming
more and more common, contributing to achievements related to the dissemination of
knowledge or raising the level of education. Internationalisation can be regarded as one
of the important areas of a university's operation. The differentiation of
internationalisation of university (the effectiveness and quality of this process) is
influenced by factors outside the university (external) as well as factors inherent in the
academic environment. The main external factors are the differentiated economic level



of the country, membership or non-membership of the European Union, the political
system, formal and legal regulations concerning higher education, technological
progress. Internal factors, on the other hand, refer to the organisation of the university,
the academic culture (in which the attitudes and behaviour of the academic community
are reflected) and the university's strategy (the definition of the university's goals and
activities towards internationalisation). Nevertheless, an important determinant is the
perception of internationalisation among the university's teaching and administrative
staff and students. A key step is the level of awareness of the internationalisation
process, which translates into the motivations and involvement of the entire academic
community in the process.

Bryniewicz Wioleta. Determinants of the internationalisation process of a higher
education institution.

The theses indicate current manifestations of internationalization in higher
education, which are carried out under the influence of globalization. It is shown that
internationalization affects the organization of the educational process, stimulates new
research strategies, academic mobility. Attention is paid to external and internal factors
that promote and hinder internationalization. The first include the economic level of
the country's development, membership in the EU, political factors, etc. The key
internal factors are the strategy of the universities and the attitude to
internationalization on the part of the teaching staff. The importance of the aspect of
awareness of the academic community about various aspects of the internationalization
of education is also indicated.
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
